International Offices

EOARD/AOARD

AFOSR’s two foreign offices, the European Office of Aerospace Research and Development (EOARD) in London, England, and the Asian Office of Aerospace Research and Development (AOARD) in Tokyo, Japan, provide access to international research and research organizations for AFRL’s entire technology community.

Senior researchers, drawn from the Air Force science and technology community, facilitate technical interactions between AFRL scientist and engineers and their counterparts around the world.  These offices support the research and development community by identifying world-class researchers and their accomplishments through site visits, conference sponsorship, and suggestions from the laboratory itself.  These offices also award and monitor research contracts of direct and potential usefulness to the Air Force.

International Office

The Air Force Research Laboratory (AFRL) International Office (IO), located at AFOSR, serves as a resource for all technical directorates with AFRL.  This office brings together the many elements that comprise the AFRL international enterprise and provides expertise and support to AFRL scientists, engineers and management on international science and technology matters.

Strategic Support

The International Office (IO) assists the AFRL Research Council (comprised of the AFRL Chief Technologist and the technical directorate Chief Scientists) in formulating the laboratory’s international strategy.  The IO collects and analyzes international results and recommendations from AFOSR’s overseas detachments and other sources and works with the Research Council to maintain a corporate level strategy that maximizes the advantages of international collaboration for the enhancement of Air Force technologies and capabilities.  The IO also ensures that international strategy complies with policy directives from the Secretary of the Air Force.

International Expertise

The International Office provides advice and guidance to AFRL personnel as they explore, develop and maintain collaborative activities in specific technical areas or with specific countries.  The IO considers the array of mechanisms available for cooperative activity, provides advice to AFRL technology directorates in selecting the most appropriate approach and assists with the associated process.

International Database

The International Office maintains a complete database of all international activity within AFRL.  It offers rapid access to the status of current activities, the magnitude and depth of projects in particular technical areas and the complete range of activities with any country.

International Opportunities in the Americas

Just as EOARD and AOARD serve as technical liaisons between AFRL scientists and engineers and their counterparts in Europe and Asia, the International Office provides this function for the Americas.  The IO coordinates opportunities for AFOSR Windows programs in the Americas.  When such opportunities are found, the AFOSR Directorate of External Programs and Resources Interface executes the applicable Windows program.
