It is my pleasure to invite you to the third year review for the FY02 BioElectric Effects MURI to be held at the Air Force Office of Scientific Research (AFOSR) in Arlington, Virginia on 14 September 2004 for 0800-1600.

The program (started June 02) funds two consortia a study the fundamental science governing the effects of ultra-short (10s of ns) pulses of intense electric fields on living cells.  The first consortium (funded at $1M/yr) is headed by Professor Karl Schöenback of Old Dominion University (ODU) along with researchers from Eastern Virginia Medical School, Massachusetts Institute of Technology (MIT), University of Wisconsin, University of Texas at San Antonio, and the Washington University.   The second (funded at $0.5M/yr) is headed by Professor Charles Tseng of Purdue University along with researched from the University of Chicago and Northwestern University.

You are invited to participate as a review of this program.  The tentative schedule is for six one hour presentations covering this MURI’s collaborative efforts as detailed in this package.

After the Q&A, the panel will meet in a closed session to decide the fate of the program and to make suggestions for improvement of the program, if deemed appropriate.

This is an important review since, based upon the research results your see that day, you will be asked to make an official recommendation regarding whether or not the $1.5M/yr funding for that program will continue for their years 4 and 5.  You w\could also recommend shifts of program funds between the participating researchers.  This review process is in accordance with the general procedures mandated by the Office of Director, Defense Research and Engineering for all MURI grants.

Please let us know if you are able to participate in this review so that we may plan for the appropriate number of handouts, seats, and refreshments. DRIVING DIRECTIONS

From National Airport to the Holiday Inn and Comfort Inn in Ballston

(6 miles, 20 minutes)
• Follow airport exit signs to George Washington Pkwy. North I-395

• Exit merges into GW Pkwy, stay in CENTER lane

• Continue NORTH to I-395 South-Richmond exit

• From I-395 South, take Exit 8 RIGHT, Washington Blvd. (Rt. 27), 
continue past Columbia Pike, Clarendon exits

• Turn LEFT onto 10th St., which bends left at stop light and becomes Fairfax Dr. (CVS Pharmacy on left)

• Follow Fairfax Drive, pass George Mason Law School on right, and continue about 11 blocks to Glebe Road, and cross Glebe Road. Holliday Inn is located about 50 yards on the LEFT.  The Comfort Inn is located about 3 blocks down on the RIGHT hand side at 1211 North Glebe Road

From Dulles to the Holiday Inn and the Comfort Inn in Ballston 
(via I-66 - see note 21 miles, 25 minutes)

• Exit airport area to Dulles Access Road (Do not take Toll Road)
• Follow I-66 East Signs (Note: Access Road merges into I-66 East, approximately 17 miles from airport)

• Take Exit 71 (Rt.120 - Glebe Rd.; Rt.237 - Fairfax Dr.) The Holiday Inn is on the RIGHT about 100 yards from exit. For the Comfort Inn, take a left at Glebe Rd. and Comfort Inn is a few blocks down on the RIGHT at 1211 North Glebe Road.

TRANSPORTATION INFORMATION

Ronald Reagan Washington National Airport (DCA)   
It is approximately 6 miles from the meeting location. Driving time from Reagan National Airport in non-rush hour traffic is about 20 minutes.

Transportation from Reagan National Airport (DCA)

Metrorail directions to Ballston:
A Metrorail station is located in Concourse (Level 2) of the New Terminal.  Metrorail farecards may be purchased from machines located at either of the two Farecard plazas. 
Once passengers exit the faregate, they will see the pedestrian walkway that takes them into the terminal’s concourse, or middle level, where the jet gates are located. The walk will be accelerated by a series of moving sidewalks and a pedestrian bridge that links the Metro station with the terminal.
Take the Blue Line from the Airport (DCA), direction Addison Road, to the Rosslyn Metro stop. Exit train at Rosslyn, proceed to the lower level and take the Orange Line, direction Vienna, to the Ballston stop. Exit the Metro station and head WEST on Fairfax Drive and cross Glebe Road, you will see the Holiday Inn on the left. To get to the Comfort Inn, take a right on Glebe Road, and the hotel will be a few blocks down on the right at 1211 North Glebe Rd.
