1.0 GENERAL INSTRUCTIONS 
 
 
 a.  For consideration in developing your proposal, the program budget/funding for the ITIES contract is as 
follows:

 *Travel costs shall NOT be included in the final cost evaluation. 
 
b.  This section of the Instructions to Offerors (ITO) provides general guidance for preparing proposals as well as 
specific instructions on the format and content of the proposal.  Offerors' proposals and the ITIES contract award 
shall be compliant with Federal Acquisition Regulation (FAR) 52.215-1, Instructions to Offerors--Competitive 
Acquisition.  The offeror's  proposal must include all data and information requested by the ITO and must be 
submitted in accordance with these instructions.  Further, if subcontractors are identified to perform a major part of 
the proposed work, the supporting technical and cost information shall be included as part of the offeror's proposal.  
The offeror shall be compliant with the requirements identified in the Performance Based Statement of Work 
(PBSOW) and Exhibit A.  Non-conformance with the instructions provided in the ITO may result in an unfavorable 
proposal evaluation.  All claimed technical, management, performance and schedule capabilities shall be realistic 
and are subject to verification by the Government. 
 
c.  The proposal shall be clear, concise and shall include sufficient detail for effective evaluation and for 
substantiating the validity of stated claims. The proposal should not simply rephrase or restate the Government's 
requirements, but rather shall provide convincing rationale to address how the offeror intends to meet these 
requirements. Offerors shall assume that the Government has no prior knowledge of their facilities and experience, 
and will base its evaluation on the information presented in the offeror's proposal. 
 
d.  Elaborate brochures or documentation, binding, detailed artwork or other embellishments are unnecessary and 
are not desired. 
 
e.  In accordance with FAR Subpart 4.8 (Government Contract Files), the Government will retain one copy of all 
unsuccessful proposals. Unless the offeror requests otherwise, the Government will destroy extra copies of such 
unsuccessful proposals. 
 
2.0 General Information 
 
2.1 Point of Contact 
 
The Contracting Officer (CO) is the sole point of contact for this acquisition.  Address any questions or concerns 
you may have to Ms. Karen Millisor (703-696-9748).  Written requests for RFP questions or clarification may be 
sent via email to the CO at ITIES@afosr.af.mil .  The "subject" line for all e-mails must clearly reference "RFP 
FA9550-04-R-0004." 
 
2.2 Debriefings 
 
The CO will promptly notify offerors of any decision to exclude them from the competitive range, whereupon they 
may request and receive a Preaward Debriefing of offerors in accordance with FAR 15.505.  The CO will notify 
offerors of the award decision within 3 calendar days after award in accordance with FAR 15.506.  All offerors may 
request a debriefing by providing a written request to the CO within 3 calendar days after CO notification.  To the 
maximum extent practicable, debriefings will be conducted within 5 days of receipt of the offeror's request. 
  
2.3 Discrepancies 
 
If an offeror believes that the requirements in these instructions contain an error, omission or are otherwise unsound, 
the offeror shall immediately notify the CO in writing with supporting rationale.  The offeror is reminded that the 
Government reserves the right to award this effort based on the initial proposal, as received, without discussion.   
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2.4 Reference Information 
 
Reference information relative to the ITIES solicitation has been established electronically on the Air Force Office 
Of Scientific Research's public website  (http://www.afosr.af.mil/ITIESContractFAQ.htm).   
  
2.5 Proposal Organization 
 
The offeror shall prepare the written proposal as set forth in Table 1 below.  The titles and contents of the volumes 
should be as defined in Table 1 and shall be within the required page limits and in the number of copies as specified 
in the table. The contents of each proposal volume are described later in this document.

Information required for proposal evaluation, which is not found in its designated volume, will be assumed to have 
been omitted from the proposal. 
 
 
2.8 Proposal Format 
 
2.8.1 Binding and Labeling 
 
 The proposal should be bound in a three-ring loose-leaf binder, or spiral bound, which shall permit the proposal to 
lie flat when opened.   Staples shall not be used on any documentation.  A cover sheet should be bound in each 
book, clearly marked as tovolume number, title, copy number, RFP identification, and the offeror's name.  The same 
identifying data should be placed on the spine of each binder, if binders are used.  All unclassified document binders 
or covers shall have a color other than red or bright orange.  
 
2.8.2 Page Format Restrictions and Limitations 
 
Page size shall be 8.5 x 11 inches, not including foldouts.  Pages shall be single-spaced.  Except for the reproduced 
sections of the solicitation document, the font size shall be no less than eleven (11)-point.  Use at least 1-inch 
margins on the top and bottom and 3/4 inch side margins.  Pages shall be numbered sequentially by volume.  These 
page format restrictions shall also apply to responses to Evaluation Notices (ENs). 
 
Page limitations shall also be treated as maximums.  If exceeded, the excess pages will not be read or considered in 
the evaluation of the proposal and will be returned to the offeror as soon as practicable.  Page limitations shall be 
placed on responses to ENs.  The specified page limits for EN responses will be identified in the letters forwarding 
the ENs to the offerors.  When both sides of a sheet display printed material, it shall be counted as 2 pages.  See 
section 2.8.4 below for foldouts. 
 
Each page shall be counted except the following:  Cover pages, tables of contents, lists of tables and illustrations, 
tabs, cross-reference matrices, glossaries, past performance information provided in Attachment 1 (Section L) and 
resumes. 
 
2.8.3 Indexing 
 
Each volume shall contain a detailed table of contents to delineate the subparagraphs within that volume.  Tab 
indexing shall be used to identify sections. 
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2.8.4 Foldouts 
 
Tables, charts, graphs and figures shall be used wherever practicable to depict organizations, systems and layout, 
implementation schedules, plans, etc.  These displays shall be legible and shall not exceed 11 by 17 inches in size.  
Foldout pages shall fold entirely within the volume and count as one (1) page.  A maximum of 5 (five) foldout pages 
will be allowed.  Foldout pages may only be used for large tables, charts, graphs, diagrams and schematics, not for 
pages of text.  For tables, charts, graphs and figures, the font shall be no smaller than eight (8)-point.  
 
2.8.5 Cross Referencing 
 
Each volume shall be written to the greatest extent possible on a stand-alone basis so that its contents may be 
evaluated with a minimum of cross-referencing to other volumes of the proposal.  Cross-referencing within a 
proposal is permitted where its use would conserve space without impairing clarity.  
 
2.8.6 Glossary of Abbreviations and Acronyms 
 
Each volume shall contain a glossary of all abbreviations and acronyms used, with an explanation for each.  
Glossaries do not count against the page limitations for their respective volumes. 
 
2.8.7 Electronic Copies 
 
For electronic copies indicate on each CD-ROM the offeror name.  Use separate files to permit rapid location of all 
portions, including exhibits, annexes, and attachments, if any.  The offeror shall submit volumes in electronic 
format, using IBM-compatible virus-free CD-ROMs.  If files are compressed the necessary decompression program 
must be included.  The electronic copies of the proposal shall be submitted in a format readable by Microsoft (MS) 
Word 2000, MS Excel 2000, MS Project 2000, and MS Power Point 2000, as applicable. 
 
2.8.8 Distribution 
 
The "original" proposal shall be identified.  Proposals shall be addressed to the CO and mailed to: Air Force Office 
of Scientific Research Attn: Ms. Karen Millisor, 4015 Wilson Blvd, Rm 713, Arlington, VA 22203-1954.  Be sure 
to advise the Administrative Contracting Officer (ACO) and the Defense Contract Audit Agency (DCAA) for prime 
and subcontractors that the proposal is "For Official Use Only" and "Source Selection Information-See FAR 3.104". 
 
2.9  DD Form 254, Contract Security Classification Specification 
 
The DD254, included in Section J, will be applicable to any contract awarded as a result of this solicitation and 
completed upon notification of contract award. 
 
 
3.0 Volume I - Executive Summary 
 
3.1 General 
 
The Executive Summary shall provide a synopsis of each offeror's proposed approach to providing ITIES.  Offerors 
shall use this volume to familiarize the Government executives and evaluators with any aspects of their proposal that 
are considered key elements or unique features of their approach.  This volume shall serve to identify any proposed 
exceptions to the RFP.  Any summary material presented here shall not be considered as meeting the requirements 
of any portions of other volumes of the proposal. 
 
3.2 Specific Content 
 
Offerors shall describe their understanding of the key challenges and risks associated with the program and their 
approach to meeting these challenges.  Offerors shall identify how the ITIES contract fits into their established 
business plans, objectives, and capabilities in a manner that would ensure corporate support and commitment 
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throughout the contract period of performance.  Included in this discussion shall be a presentation of the corporate 
financial position and structure, including the source of employees for this contract.  Offerors shall discuss the 
composition of the proposed ITIES project team, to include any subcontractors or associate contractors.  An 
organizational chart shall be included showing the position of the ITIES Site Manager and Management Team 
within the corporate structure. 
 
Offerors shall include an RFP Cross Reference Matrix to show a correlation between the Government's RFP CLINs, 
Section L, Section M, and PBSOW requirements and the offeror's proposal sections (paragraph numbers) of the 
Mission Capability/Proposal Risk and Price/Cost volumes which address these requirements.                      
 
 4.0 Volume II - MISSION CAPABILITY/PROPOSAL RISK  
 
4.1 General 
 
The Mission Capability/Proposal Risk Volume should be specific and complete.  Legibility, clarity and coherence 
are very important. Your response will be evaluated against the Mission Capability subfactors defined in Section M, 
Evaluation Criteria.  Using the instructions provided below, the offeror shall provide as specifically as possible the 
actual methodology to be used for accomplishing/satisfying these factors and subfactors.  All requirements specified 
in the solicitation are mandatory.  By his proposal submission, the offeror is representing that his firm will perform 
all the requirements specified in the solicitation, though it is not necessary or desirable to say so in the proposal.  Do 
not merely reiterate the objectives or reformulate the requirements specified in the solicitation.  In this volume, the 
offeror shall describe the proposed approach to meeting the requirements of each task defined by the PBSOW, and 
the Mission Capability subfactors described below:  
 
4.2 MissionCapability/Proposal Risk Outline 
 
The Mission Capability/Proposal Risk volume shall be organized according to the following general outline:

(4)   Factor One: Mission Capability 
(5)   Subfactor One: International Expertise Support 
(6)   Subfactor Two: Information Technology Support

(9)   Subfactor Four:  Management 
(10) Factor Two:  Proposal Risk - Same subfactors as Mission Capability 
(11) Appendix A 
(12) Appendix B (etc.) 
 
4.3 Specific Content 
 
4.3.1 Factor 1: Mission Capability 
 
4.3.1.1 Subfactor 1: International Expertise Support 
The offeror shall present sufficient information to demonstrate their expertise with and knowledge of the following: 
 a.  the Air Force Science and Technology program. 
 b.  the DoD's international structure, tools and processes (e.g., SAF/IA, OSD, International Cooperative 
Research and Development programs, Memorandums of Understandings, Data Exchange Agreements, Windows-
On-Science program, conference support).   
 
4.3.1.2 Subfactor 2: Information Technology Support 
 
The offeror provides sufficient information to demonstrate their staff's expertise with and knowledge of the 
development and design of databases and web sites on the Microsoft platform.  This may include knowledge of 
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software and hardware such as Microsoft Internet Information Server (IIS) platform, Active Server Pages (ASP), 
Microsoft SQL Server, COM+ objects, Microsoft Index Server. 
 
4.3.1.3  Subfactor 3:   International Meeting and Forum Support 
 
The offeror shall provide sufficient information to demonstrate their staff's expertise with and knowledge/ability of 
the following: 
 a. planning and executing conferences and symposiums.  This includes but is not limited to coordinating 
the arrangements for the speakers, the venue (e.g., catering, seating, parking), and the materials (e.g., pamphlets, 
information sheets, CDs); providing event security and the ability to capture audio and/or video record of events; 
establishing and maintaining a financial management system which is capable of tracking costs, collecting money 
and issuing payments for conference/symposium related work     
 b. recruiting qualified experts in various international topics related to science and technology 
 
4.3.1.4  Subfactor 4: Management 
 
The offeror shall provide a plan that: 
 a. includes the intercompany relationships as well as program and task placement and reporting 
relationships within each company involved in the ITIES program, whether as team members or subcontractors. 
 b. shows how the international expertise support, information technology support, and international 
meeting and forum support will be integrated.  
 c. if applicable, includes identification and commitment as to the extent of participation of small 
disadvantaged businesses and includes a Small Business Subcontracting Plan which identifies and commits to the 
participation of small businesses, historically black colleges and universities, and minority institutions.  
 d. if applicable, shows a transition plan for five business days prior to the 1 Jan 05 contract start date. 
 
4.3.2  Factor 2:  Proposal Risk 
 
The offeror shall discuss any perceived risks in the proposed performance in terms of mission 
capability/performance, price and/or schedule.  The offeror shall also address plans to mitigate and/or manage these 
risks and describe the risk such efforts will impose on other areas of mission capability, price or schedule. 
 
5.0  Volume III - Price/Cost 
 
5.1  General Instructions 
 
5.1.1  Cost/Price Reasonableness and Realism 
 
These instructions are to assist you in submitting cost or pricing information that is required to evaluate the 
reasonableness of your proposed cost/price.  Compliance with these instructions is mandatory and failure to comply 
may result in rejection of your proposal.  Note that unrealistically low or high proposed costs or prices, initially or 
subsequently, may be grounds for eliminating a proposal from competition either on the basis that the offeror does 
not understand the requirement or has made an unrealistic proposal.  Offers should be sufficiently detailed to 
demonstrate their reasonableness.  The burden of proof for credibility of proposed costs/prices rests with the offeror. 
 
5.1.2  Estimating Techniques and Methods 
 
When responding to the Cost/Price Volume requirements in the solicitation, the offeror and associated 
subcontractors may use any generally accepted estimating techniques, including contemporary estimating methods 
(such as Cost-to-Cost and Cost-to-Non-Cost Estimating Relationships (CERs), commercially available parametric 
cost models, in-house developed parametric cost models, etc.), to develop their estimates.   
 
5.1.3  Non-Required Data 
 
Data beyond that required by this instruction shall not be submitted, unless you consider it essential to document or 
support your cost/price position.  All information relating to the proposed price including all required supporting 
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documentation must be included in the section of the proposal designated as the Cost/Price volume.  Under no 
circumstances shall this information and documentation be included elsewhere in the proposal. 
 
 
5.1.4  Cost or Pricing Information Requirements 
 
In accordance with FAR 15.403-1(b) and 15.403-3(a), information other than cost or pricing data may be required to 
support price reasonableness.  Information shall be provided in accordance with FAR 15.403-5.  If, after receipt of 
proposals, the CO determines that there is insufficient information available to determine price reasonableness and 
none of the exceptions in FAR 15.403-1 apply, the offeror shall be required to submit cost or pricing data. 
 
5.1.5  Rounding 
 
All dollar amounts provided shall be rounded to the nearest dollar.  All loaded labor rates shall be rounded to the 
nearest penny. 
 
5.2  Volume Organization 
 
The cost/price volume shall consist of the following sections: 
 
 SECTION 1 - Table of Contents; summary descriptions of estimating, purchasing, and accounting systems; 
changes to estimating, accounting practices, or CAS Disclosure Statement. 
 
 SECTION 2 - Cost or pricing information and supporting data, to include estimating methodology. 
 
 SECTION 3 - Other information such as GFP/GFE, base support, long lead costs, termination costs, 
development/production schedule, inflation rate summary and explanation, life cycle cost, and special tooling/test 
equipment.  List each exception to the ground rules and assumptions provided in the solicitation and each 
qualification of the cost/price volume, if any, and provide complete rationale. 
 
5.3  Estimating Methodology 
 
5.3.1  Estimating System 
 
Provide a summary description of your standard estimating system or methods.  The summary description shall 
cover separately each major cost element (e.g., International Expertise Support, Information Technology Support, 
AOARD Analyst Support, International Meetings and Forum Support, Indirect Costs, Other Direct Costs, Overhead, 
G&A, etc.).  Also, identify any deviations from your standard estimating procedures in preparing this proposal 
volume.  Indicate whether you have Government approval of your system and if so, provide evidence of such 
approval. 
 
5.3.2  Purchasing System 
 
Provide a summary description of your purchasing system or methods (e.g., how material requirements are 
determined, how sources are selected, when firm quotes are obtained, what provision is made to ensure quantity and 
other discounts).  Also, identify any deviations from your standard procedures in preparing this proposal.  Indicate 
whether you have Government approval of your system and if so, provide evidence of such approval. 
 
5.3.3  Accounting System 
 
Indicate whether you have Government approval of your accounting system and if so, provide evidence of such 
approval.  Also, identify any deviations from your standard procedures in preparing this proposal. 
 
5.3.4  Explanation of Estimating Methods Used 
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Explain the methodology used to estimate each cost element. As a minimum, provide the following information for 
each cost element. If a portion of the required information is not applicable for a particular cost element, so state. 
 
5.3.4.1  Past Experience-Based Estimates 
 
Where cost estimates are based upon past experience, identify the past experience, explain how the past experience 
relates to the current effort, including similarities and differences, and how cost data available from the past 
experiences was adapted to the current effort. 
 
5.3.4.2  Learning Curve Estimates 
 
Where cost estimates are based upon learning/improvement curve applications, identify the specific area subject to 
learning, the curve hypothesis (unit or cumulative) and the slope of the curve as a percent.  Also, identify the data 
used to develop the slope and explain how this data related to the current effort and how entry on the learning curve 
was attained (i.e., how the first unit cost was derived). 
 
5.3.5  Subcontract Analysis 
 
For each subcontract, provide an analysis of the methodology used by the subcontractor to estimate cost and your 
results of reviews and evaluations of subcontract proposals.  Also explain how the subcontract effort relates to the 
overall effort and why the subcontract cost can be considered reasonable.  An evaluation is required of each 
subcontractor and vendor quote that is more than $550,000 and more than 10% of the prime contractor's proposal 
price.  Any difference between the subcontractor's quote price and the subcontract price proposed by the prime shall 
be fully explained. 
 
5.3.6  Management Reduction 
 
If estimated costs to perform the proposed effort have been decreased due to a management decision, provide a 
summary of the reduction by major cost element summary.  Also provide complete rationale for the reduction. 
 
5.4  Cost Risk 
 
Discuss the requirements of the PBSOW as applicable, for which the cost risk is considered other than low.  Identify 
the inherent technical, schedule or other risks that may impact cost.  Explain how such risks, including subcontract 
risks, have been treated in preparing the cost proposal. 
 
5.5  Other Information 
 
 
5.5.1  Administrative Information 
 
Provide names and addresses of the cognizant Government Defense Plant Representative Office (DPRO) or Defense 
Contract Management Area Operations (DCMAO) and Defense Contract Audit Agency (DCAA) Office 
representatives. 
 
5.5.2  Rate and Systems Reviews 
 
State whether or not the proposed labor and burden rates have been reviewed by the cognizant Government 
Administrative Contracting Officer and approved for proposal pricing purposes.  Also state whether or not the 
offeror has approved accounting, estimating and purchasing systems. 
 
5.5.3 Government Support 
 
Any Government support (e.g., GFP, GFE, base support), in addition to that specified in the RFP, which you have 
requested, shall be listed on a separate schedule by individual item and its estimated rental value per FAR Sections 
45.1 and 45.2.  These amounts shall be taken into consideration in the cost evaluation. 
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5.5.  Escalation Rates 
 
Identify the escalation rates used for materials, equipment, subcontracts, direct labor and indirect expenses.  
Describe the basis of the escalation rates and explain why they should be considered reasonable. 
 
5.6 Cost Formats 
 
See Attachment 1 to Section L for a sample Cost Format. 
 
6.0 Volume IV - Past Performance  
 
6.1 General 
 
Offerors shall provide a summary of performance on previous and current contracts that are related in management 
and technical scope to the ITIES Contract.  This volume should be separately bound.     
 
6.2 Past and Present Performance Instructions.       
 
The offeror shall complete the Past Performance Information Sheet at Attachment 2 to Section L for all active or 
completed contracts that the offeror considers most relevant (See Section M definition of "relevancy")  and recent 
(within the last three years) in demonstrating the offeror's ability to perform the proposed effort. This information 
shall include data on efforts performed by other divisions, corporate management, key subcontractors, teaming 
contractors, or joint venture partners if such resources will be used or significantly influence the performance of the 
proposed effort.  The offeror shall include up to 10 contracts for the prime and up to 5 contracts for each key 
subcontractor. 
 
Offerors are requested to provide past performance information covering as many areas of the relevancy criteria as 
possible.  The Government will use information provided by each offeror in this volume and information obtained 
from other sources in the development of performance risk assessments.  If applicable, offeror shall include a written 
and numerical description of actual achievement of small business, veteran-owned small business, service-disabled 
veteran-owned small business, HUBZone small business, small disadvantaged business, and women-owned small 
business subcontracting goals.    
 
The Government requests the offeror to send out the Past Performance Questionnaire to the points-of-contact (POC) 
identified for each contract in the Past Performance Volume.  Once the questionnaire is filled out by the POC, the 
information contained therein shall be considered sensitive and shall not be released to the offeror.  A Past 
Performance questionnaire is included for distribution in Attachment 3 to Section L.  The POC shall submit the 
completed questionnaires as designated on the questionnaire (directly to AFOSR).  Completed questionnaires routed 
through the offeror will not be accepted.  
 
6.3  The Government will use data provided by the offeror, as well as information obtained from other sources to 
evaluate present and past performance.  The Government reserves the right to review contracts considered 
representative of past and on-going relevant performance, other that those suggested by the offeror.  The 
Government is not bound by the offeror's opinion of relevancy.  The Government will perform an independent 
assessment of relevancy and quality of the data provided or obtained. 
 
7.0  Volume V - Contract Documentation 
 
This volume shall provide a complete and detailed presentation of the offeror's contract proposals (minus cost 
volume) for the ITIES contract.  The volume shall consist of, at a minimum, the following sections and elements: 
 
7.1  Contract Line Item Numbers (CLINs) 
 
Offerors shall complete the CLINs for all services to be provided and propose a format that will enable the 
Government to track the allocation and expenditure of funds. 
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7.2  Model Contract/Representations and Certifications 
 
Offerors shall provide: 
 
 a.  The Model Contract with Sections A - K, reflecting the offeror's compliant proposal for the requirements 
called for in the ITIES RFP.  All designated fill-in the blanks shall be completed by the offeror for Sections A-J.  
Offeror shall insert information applicable in Section K. 
 
 b.  An original, signed copy of the Model Contract.  Signature by the Offeror on the Standard Form (SF) 33 
constitutes an offer the Government may accept.  The "original" copy should be clearly marked under separate cover 
and should be provided without any punched holes.  
 
7.3 Acceptance Period  
 
The proposal acceptance period is 180 days after the date set for receipt of proposals.  The offeror shall make a clear 
statement in the signed offer (Standard Form 33, block 12) that the proposal is valid until this date. 
 
7.4  Exceptions to Terms and Conditions 
 
Offerors shall: 
 
 a.  Identify and provide an explanation for any exceptions which are taken to the Model Contract or its 
attachments.  An exception is defined as any instance where the offeror does not propose to provide a capability or 
service required by the Model Contract or the documents referenced therein.  If no exceptions are taken, so state. 
 
 b.  Identify and provide an explanation for any deviations which are taken to the Model Contract or its 
attachments.  A deviation is defined as a variance from any stated requirement, which does not alter the basic 
operational capability or service, as defined in the the Model Contract or the documents referenced therein.  If no 
deviations are taken, so state. 
 
 c.  Identify RFP exceptions and deviations by document, page, paragraph, requirement, and rationale for 
the exception or deviation.

Each offeror will receive one of the ratings described in AFFARS 5315.305 for the Past Performance factor and be 
assigned a rating ranging from "Exceptional/High Confidence" to "Unsatisfactory/No Confidence".  Offerors 
without a record of relevant past performance or for whom information on past performance is not available will not 
be evaluated favorably or unfavorably on past performance and, as a result, will receive a "Neutral/Unknown 
Confidence" rating for the Past Performance factor.  
 
More recent and relevant performance may have a greater impact on the Performance Confidence Assessment than 
less recent or less relevant effort.  A strong record of relevant past performance may be considered more 
advantageous to the Government than a "Neutral/Unknown Confidence" rating.  Likewise, a recent relevant record 
of favorable performance may receive a higher confidence rating and be considered more favorably than a less 
recent relevant record of favorable performance. 
 
 
Past performance information may be obtained through the Contractor Performance Assessment Reporting Systems 
(CPARS), similar systems of other Government departments and agencies, questionnaires tailored to the 
circumstances of this acquisition, Defense Contract Management Agency (DCMA) channels, interviews with 
program managers and contracting officers and other sources known to the Government, including commercial 
sources.  Offerors are to note that, in conducting this assessment, the Government reserves the right to use both data 
provided by the offeror and data obtained from other sources. 
 
 
6.0  Price/Cost 
 
The offeror's cost/price proposal will be evaluated based upon the applicable hourly rate multiplied by the 
corresponding quantity of labor hours and other costs specified by the offeror  (See Section L, Attachment 1, Sample 
Cost Format).  Evaluation of options shall not obligate the Government to exercise such options. 
 
Offerors are cautioned against submitting a materially unbalanced offer.  The Government shall analyze offers to 
determine whether they are unbalanced with respect to prices or separately priced line items.  Offers that are 
determined to be materially unbalanced may be rejected.  An offer is mathematically unbalanced if it is based on 
prices which are significantly less than the cost for some contract line items and significantly overstated in relation 
to cost for others.  An offer is materially unbalanced if it is mathematically unbalanced; and if there is reasonable 
doubt that the offer would result in the lowest overall price to the Government, even though it is the lowest 
evaluated offer, or the offer is so grossly unbalanced that its acceptance would be tantamount to allowing an advance 
payment. 
 
The offeror's Price/Cost proposal will be evaluated, using one or more of the techniques defined in FAR 15.404 in 
order to determine if it is reasonable and realistic. 
 
The following costs of the associated CLINs will be evaluated: Information Technology and International Expertise 
Support (ITIES) and  International Meeting and Forum Support (IMFS).  Transition costs will be evaluated for 
realism and reasonableness but will not be counted in the evaluated total  cost amount.  Travel costs shall not be 
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evaluated.  The Government will evaluate the realism and reasonableness of each offeror's proposed costs.   This 
will include an evaluation of the extent to which proposed costs indicate a clear understanding of solicitation 
requirements, and reflect a sound approach to satisfying those requirements.  The realism assessment will consider 
technical/management risks identified during the evaluation of the proposal and associated costs.  Cost information, 
supporting a cost judged to be unrealistically low, and technical/management risk associated with the proposal will 
be evaluated and included in the realism analysis for each offeror.  When the Government evaluates an offer as 
unrealistically low compared to the anticipated costs of performance and the offeror fails to explain these 
underestimated costs, the Government will consider, under the Proposal Risk factor, the offeror's lack of 
understanding of the technical requirements of the corresponding Mission Capability subfactor.  The existance of 
adequate price competition may support a determination of reasonableness.  If adequate price competition is not 
obtained, other techniques described in FAR 15.402 will be used.  
 
7.0 Evaluation Methodology 
 
A color rating (see AFFARS Table 5315-3) will be assigned to each subfactor under the Mission Capability factor.  
The color rating depicts how well the offeror's proposal meets the Mission Capability subfactor requirements in 
accordance with the stated evaluation criteria and solicitation requirements.  A proposal risk rating (see AFFARS 
Table 5315-4) will be assigned to each Mission Capability subfactor under the Proposal Risk factor.  Proposal risk 
represents the risks identified with an offeror's proposed approach as it relates to the evaluation criteria and 
solicitation requirements.  A performance confidence assessment (see AFFARS Table 5315-2) will be assigned to 
the Past Performance factor.  Performance confidence represents the Government's confidence in an offeror's ability 
to successfully perform as proposed based on an assessment of the offeror's present and past work record.  
Price/Cost will be evaluated as described in paragraph 6.0 above. 
 
 
 
8.0 Solicitation Requirements, Terms and Conditions 
To be eligible for award, offerors must meet all solicitation requirements, such as the terms and conditions, 
representations and certifications, and technical requirements.  Failure to comply may result in the offeror being 
removed from consideration for award.  Any exceptions to the solicitation's terms and conditions must be fully 
explained and justified.
